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STAGES 

During the winter and summer breaks from the Academy, she studied 
classical and contemporary dance with renowned names in the 
European scene, including Lucia Geppi, Fethon Miozzi, Fréderic 
Olivieri, Tadeus Matacz, Oliver Matz, Luca Masala and many others.  

TRAINING BACKGROUND 

Anna has been training since the age of four at a RAD school in her own 
town. She attended workshop to improve her classical ballet 
technique with dance teachers such as Michele Vegis (part of the corps 
de ballet at La Scala in Milan from 1998 to 2010), Fabrizio Bartoli (who 
studied at the National Ballet of Canada and joined the Teatro Regio di 
Torino in 1992), and Philippe Lormeau (dance teacher at the National 
Conservatory of Lyon). She takes RAD exams every year with excellent 
results. 
She later began studying contemporary dance with Debora Renzi, a 
graduate of the Northern School of Contemporary Dance (UK). 
 
Anna participated in various national competitions and events, 
distinguishing herself for her versatility and high artistic expression. 
In 2018-2019, she studied once a month with Elisabetta Hertel at the 
Accademia Coreutica in Florence.  
In 2017 and 2018, she participated in the "Leggere per Ballare" project, 
in collaboration with schools in Perugia, directed by Arturo Cannistrà 
from Aterballetto. 
From 2016 to 2019, she attended the RAD Summer School in Trento 
(Italy), where in 2018 she was awarded a scholarship by Stefania 
Pigato, a choreographer and contemporary dance teacher in Vicenza 
(Italy). There,  
Anna refined her technique, studying one weekend a month in 2018-
2019 with prominent classical and contemporary dance teachers, 
including Caterina Mantovani (Staatswiener Oper Ballet School), who 
recognized Anna's talent and invited her for an audition at the 
Staatswiener Oper Ballet School. Anna secured a place at the Vienna 
school, but at the same time was selected by the Teatro alla Scala 
School, where she has been studying since 2019.
